Our EFL classes offer additional support to non-native English speakers with an extra focus on 
vocabulary and grammar. EFL1o, EFL2o as well as EFL3 – EFL5 give students the opportunity 
to take the Cambridge Young Learner exams at the end of the school year.  

The EFL6 course concentrates on improving the students English fluency, comprehension and 
grammar such that they should be able to take the A2 KEY examination at the end of the school 
year.  

Students in EFL7– EFL8 have the opportunity to also attend our evening Cambridge English 
exam courses.

With the exception of C2 PROFICIENCY courses, an examination course can only be 
taken in conjunction with another non-examination class.  

For the A2 KEY course this must be at least a Level 6 Reading & Writing course. 
For the B1 PRELIMINARY course, this must be at least a Level 7 Reading & Writing or EFL 
course. 
For the B2 FIRST course this must be at least a Level 8 Reading & Writing or EFL course. 
For the C1 ADVANCED course this must be a Level S2 or S3 Reading & Writing course.
